This journey will take you past the pulsing city of Vienna as
you discover major highlights such as the modern splendors and historic
landmarks in the city center. You will see the Uniga Tower, the Urania
Observatory, the famous Badeschiff or Bathing Ship (a swimming pool
built into a barge floating on the Danube Canal), the Sofitel Vienna, a
hotel and store building (creation of Jean Nouvel), a "Schitzenhaus" by
Otto Wagner, the Ring Tower, the RoBauer Barrack, the Zaha-Had-
id-House, and thermal plant Spittelau, designed by the Austrian artist
Friedensreich Hundertwasser. The historic lock Nussdorf will take you by
boat to the Danube.

Today you will be transferred to the railway station to board your train
to Budapest, the capital of Hungary. Upon arrival at the Budapest
Railway Station, transfer to your hotel. Budapest, a breathtaking
European capital situated along the River Danube, is an extraordinary
city that is split into two sections: Buda and Pest.
